Easter Sunday of the Resurrection of the Lord (C) 
April 17th, 2022 

Acts 10:34a, 37-43 / Ps 118: 1-2, 16-17, 22-23 / Col 3:1-4 / John 20: 1-9 

CHRIST HAS RISEN! ALLELUIA! THIS IS THE DAY THE LORD HAS MADE.                 
LET US REJOICE AND BE GLAD! 

On Christmas day, we rejoice at the conception and birth of Jesus from spirit to flesh. The empty womb of the 
Blessed Mother became a source of expectation and promise for us of the salvation of the Father. 

Now, on this Easter day, we are joyful. From the blessed womb of Mary to the empty tomb of Jesus we have 
come to celebrate life. Jesus is alive. Christ has risen from the dead. The love between God and man did not end 
in tragedy of the cross. Darkness and death were overcome. On Easter morning, the sun shone brightly,         
triumphantly. Christ conquered sin and death, the twin enemies of the human race, when he rose glorious and 
immortal from the grave. The love of God is for eternity.  

In the resurrection of Christ, St. Paul confidently wrote: “Death has been swallowed up by victory. Death, where 
is your victory? Death where is your sting?” (1 Cor. 15: 54-55). 

The existentialist philosophers contended that God created us and left us to ourselves. They talked about the 
angst and the misery of existence. This outlook on life and drive many people to despair. A life without hope can 
be empty and frustrating.  

Chuck Swindell in “Stress Fractures” states: “We can rebound against wind and weather, calamity and tragedy, 
disease and death, so long as we have our hope. We can live several weeks without food, days without water, and 
even several minutes without air, but we take away our hope and within only a few seconds, we toss in the       
towel!” 

Christ's resurrection gives us the needed hope and courageously face life in spite of everything. The Good News 
is that nothing “will separate us from the love of God, which we have in Jesus Chris, our Lord” (Rom. 8:39). 
Nothing can vanquish us; not suffering or trials, not sorrow or tragedies, not failure or even death. We know 
instead that life is slowly unfolding with meaning and direction. Sufferings and death we must experience, but 
Christ’s resurrection teaches us that it will not be  in vain. We too will someday share his glorious life.  

Every year we celebrate the same event. Every year the story is the same. But every year we are not the same. 
Events change in our lives and the assurance that Jesus has risen and invites us 
to share his risen life takes on a different meaning as the years pass. 

On this Easter day, our hearts speak with gratitude to the Father for the love he 
has given to us. We know that our trust in him is not only in this world, but in 
the eternal life that his son has prepared for us. There is no room for           
discouragement and emptiness. St Paul declares, “We boast of our hope and 
for the glory of God. But not only that– we even boast of our afflictions! We 
know that affliction makes for endurance, and endurance for tested virtue for 
hope. And this hope will not leave us disappointed…” (Rom. 5:2-5). 

Let us live that hope. Let us carry in our lives the Easter meaning.                    
The obedience of Christ to his Father’s will brought him to the glorious act of 
the resurrection. Christ has given us that power in his resurrection. We, too, 
can rise to a new life with him.

Saint George’s Story  
Saint George is the object of a vast amount of imagination. There is every reason to believe that he was a real 
martyr who suffered at Lydda in Palestine, probably before the time of Constantine. The Church adheres to his 
memory, but not to the legends surrounding his life. That he was willing to pay the supreme price to follow 
Christ is what the Church believes. And it is enough. 

The story of George’s slaying the dragon, rescuing the king’s daughter, and converting Libya is a 12th-century 
Italian fable. George was a favorite patron saint of crusaders, as well as of          
Eastern soldiers in earlier times. He is a patron saint of England, Portugal,  
Germany, Aragon, Catalonia, Genoa, Milan and Bologna. 

Reflection 

Human nature seems to crave more than cold historical data. Americans have 
Washington and Lincoln, but we somehow need Paul Bunyan, too. The life of 
Saint Francis of Assisi is inspiring enough, but for centuries the Italians have 
found his spirit in the legends of the Fioretti, too. Santa Claus is the popular 
extension of the spirit of Saint Nicholas. The legends about Saint George are 
part of this yearning. Both fact and legend are human ways of illumining the 
mysterious truth about the One who alone is holy.
