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FOURTH SUNDAY OF EASTER

 Waiting. It is one of the most uncomfortable and  
frustrating parts of our lives. Whether we are in  
line at the grocery store, or are stuck in traffic  
waiting is a part of our everyday lives. It is  
something which, in our fast paced world, begins  
to feel like a disruption to our lives.Whether it is in  
the small or big things waiting is baked into every  
facet of our lives. Waiting follows us everywhere  
we go. We can't get away from it. 
For some of us this can make us feel like we are in  
one long DMV line. Our lives become burdensome.  
Any sense of purpose can be sucked out and we  
can feel directionless. We simply jump from event  
to event never tending to the space between. It can  
make us feel as though we are waiting for our lives  
to actually begin. We feel unfulfilled. For some it  
leads to a sense of depression or listlessness.  
While for others it pushes them to be as busy as  
possible. It doesn’t matter whether we find  
ourselves at one end of the spectrum or the other  
or somewhere between waiting will always be part  
of our lives.
Much of the time we can see these periods of  
waiting as middle or between periods. They are the  
periods that make up the time between the more  
meaningful events of our lives. But are these  
moments simply the betweens or are they  
something more? If they are just empty moments  
that eat up our time, they can be swapped out for  
things that are more productive or efficient. On the  
surface, we get a great sense of satisfaction from  
trying to cram every last moment full. Rather than  
fixing the problem though it only covers over it.  
This approach to life shows itself as being  
unsustainable. All you need to do is look at the  
number of people who are burned out and  
exhausted  and very quickly you will see that trying  
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to fill up our time is not the answer. No matter how  
much you try and fill in the moments of your life,  
that sense of waiting will always be there. 
Since this waiting, these moments of betweenness  
will always be in our lives what should we do about  
them? Rather than try to fill them up, rush past  
them or be overwhelmed by them we should see  
them as an invitation. This waiting and these  
moments of betweenness are an invitation from  
Jesus to friendship with him. These are the  
moments where we can be reminded of why we do  
what we do and of who we belong to as Christians.  
It is these moments between our work, our family  
life and the multitude of other things that clamor  
for our attention that we meet the Lord who calls  
us to himself. Without these moments when we  
return to the wellspring of life-giving water which  
is Jesus' abiding presence our lives become just a  
series of busy events which soon lose their flavor  
and become dull and lifeless. We must always go  
back to Jesus. It is in the waiting that we find  
Jesus with us.

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SAINT OF THE WEEK

Saint Hilary of Arles' Story
 FEAST DAY:MAY 5TH

t’s been said that youth is wasted on the young. In  
some ways, that was true for today’s saint.
Born in France in the early fifth century, Hilary  
came from an aristocratic family. In the course of  
his education he encountered his relative,  
Honoratus, who encouraged the young man to  
join him in the monastic life. Hilary did so. He  
continued to follow in the footsteps of Honoratus  
as bishop. Hilary was only 29 when he was  
chosen bishop of Arles.
The new, youthful bishop undertook the role with  
confidence. He did manual labor to earn money  
for the poor. He sold sacred vessels to ransom  
captives. He became a magnificent orator. He  
traveled everywhere on foot, always wearing  
simple clothing.
That was the bright side. Hilary encountered  
difficulty in his relationships with other bishops  
over whom he had some jurisdiction. He  
unilaterally deposed one bishop. He selected  
another bishop to replace one who was very  
ill–but,  
to complicate matters, did not die! Pope  
Saint Leo the Great kept Hilary a bishop but  
stripped him of some of his powers.
Hilary died at 49. He was a man of talent and  
piety who in due time, had learned how to be a  
bishop.

Reflection
Saint Hilary teaches us to respect authority even if  
found in a young person. Age is not the issue:  
prudence and wisdom are.
