Thirty-Fourth Sunday In Ordinary Time (A)

November 22nd, 2020
Ez 34: 11-12, 15-17 / Ps 23: 1-3,5-6 / 1 Cor 15: 20-26, 28 / Mt 25: 31-46

Why do we still celebrate the feast of Christ the King when most of us today know kings only from fairytales and
from history? And some in history were not good rulers. Even the Bible does not favor kings. For the kings
would demand forced labor and taxes. And when the New Testament speaks about Jesus as king, it is when he is
mocked and tortured.

A brief look at the beginning of the feast might answer our question. The feast was instituted in 1926 only, one
year after a very successful Holy Year. Never before had so many pilgrims from all parts of the world come to
Rome for a Holy Year. It had made visible the universality of the Kingdom of God: all nations united under
Christ in the face of political division.

[t was a time when emperors and kings were dethroned, when political instability threatened world peace. Pope
Pius XI wanted all to realize that genuine peace and unity can be achieved only under the benign rule of Christ.
Kings and may lose their thrones but one ruler who remains in spite of all political changes in the world. King

of kings and Lord of Lords.

During the Second World War, a group of soldiers came to a little Italian village which was heavily devastated.
They stumbled upon a statue of Christ lying on the ground, battered and broken. Some of the soldiers put it
together as best as they could and set it back on its pedestal. But they could not find the hands. Finally, one of
them made a crudely lettered sign which read: "I have no other hands but yours."

Cardinal Sin narrates a story about a child telling her mother, "Oh, mother, I can't understand if Christ is really
powerful." "How is that my child?" asked the mother. "You see," the child explained, "if the fish in the sea can

produce many other fishes, and the birds in the sky can produce many more birds, can Christ produce many
other Christs?"

The challenge for all of us on this feast of Christ the King is not only to be admirers nor mere devotees of

Christ, but to produce within ourselves another Christ. This can be done by imitating the very life Christ has set
for us to follow: to love and serve unconditionally. With arms outstretched on the cross, our Lord revealed to us
his all-embracing love.

The Church puts Christ as King before us. His kingdom is not built
on worldly power but on humility and service, on the sacrifice of the
King for his subjects . While millions have died throughout history for
their kings, our King died for us! How different is this our king from
all other kings who were dressed in silk and gold, crowned with jewels.
A look at our king, naked and wearing the crown of thorns, should
wake us up from our life of pleasure, luxury and selfish endeavors. A
look at our king who rules from a cross as his throne should wake us
up and make us realize that, as subjects of this king, we are invited to
follow his example by dying to ourselves. A look at our dying king who
forgave in his agony his tormentors and a penitent criminal should
wake us up and make us more compassionate and forgiving toward
those who have wronged

Saint of the Week

Saint Andrew Dung-Lac and Companions’ Story

Andrew Dung-Lac, a Catholic convert ordained to the priesthood, was one of 117 people martyred in Vietnam
between 1820 and 1862. Members of the companions group gave their lives for Christ in the 17th, 18th, and
19th centuries, and received beatification during four different occasions between 1900 and 1951. All were
canonized during the papacy of Saint John Paul II.

Christianity came to Vietnam through the Portuguese. Jesuits opened the first permanent mission at Da Nang
in 1615. They ministered to Japanese Catholics who had been driven from Japan.

Severe persecutions were launched at least three times in the 19th century. During the six decades after 1820,
between 100,000 and 300,000 Catholics were killed or subjected to great hardship. Foreign missionaries mar-
tyred in the first wave included priests of the Paris Mission Society, and Spanish Dominican priests and ter-
tiaries.

In 1832, Emperor Minh-Mang banned all foreign missionaries, and tried to make all Vietnamese deny their
faith by trampling on a crucifix. Like the priest-holes in Ireland during English persecution, many hiding plac-
es were offered in homes of the faithful.

Persecution broke out again in 1847, when the emperor suspected foreign missionaries and Vietnamese Chris-
tians of sympathizing with a rebellion led by of one of his sons.

The last of the martyrs were 17 laypersons, one of them a 9-year-old, executed in 1862. That year a treaty with
France guaranteed religious freedom to Catholics, but it did not stop all persecution.

By 1954, there were over a million Catholics—about seven percent of the population—in the north. Buddhists
represented about 60 percent. Persistent persecution forced some 670,000 Catholics to abandon lands, homes
and possessions and flee to the south. In 1964, there were still 833,000 Catholics in the north, but many were
in prison. In the south, Catholics were enjoying the first decade of religious freedom in centuries, their num-
bers swelled by refugees.

During the Vietnamese war, Catholics again suffered in the north, and again moved to the south in great num-
bers. Now reunited, the entire country is under Communist rule.

Reflection

It may help a people who associate Vietnam only with a 20th-century war to realize that the cross has long
been a part of the lives of the people of that country. Even as some people ask again the unanswered questions
about United States involvement and dlsengagement the falth rooted in Vletnam s soil proves hardier than the
forces that willed to destroy it. s
